                        Re: Sidewalk on Connecticut Avenue in Kensington

Dear County Executive Leggett,

The Coalition of Kensington Communities (CKC) currently represents ten citizens associations within the greater Kensington area. Our purpose is to enhance the quality of life in our community. We are writing to ask that you commit County CIP and/or operating funds to complete the missing stretch of sidewalk in Kensington on the west side of Connecticut Avenue between Washington Street and Saul Road. 
We wrote to your predecessor in September 2002 regarding this same issue. County Executive Duncan responded that the County's Department of Public Works and Transportation would submit this as a CIP project.

Five years have gone by and the dangerous pedestrian conditions still exist. As you know, a County resident, Ms. Karen Shprintz-Grossman was struck and killed crossing Connecticut Avenue on her way to attend Temple last spring. There is a safe crossing at the pedestrian signal located just one block to the north, but it is inaccessible due to the steep slope and lack of a sidewalk. 

Last year, County Council members Floreen and Ervin sent a list of safety improvement measures, proposed by the Towns of Kensington and Chevy Chase View, including the proposed sidewalk, to the State Highway Administration.  It is our understanding that the State Highway Administration has responded indicating their willingness to cooperate with the County and the municipalites on funding the construction of this sidewalk. The CKC supports the safety measures proposed by the Towns of Kensington and Chevy Chase View, especially the construction of the missing sidewalk.  

The requested sidewalk provides many benefits because of the need to restore the pedestrian connections beween residential areas, bus stops, four places of worship, two schools, several parks and the nearby business district. 
Please recognize the importance of this project to the entire Kensington community and make it a reality in 2008.
